STAN i s s i t t i ng on a couch bounci ng t o musi c t hr ough headphones.
The musi c suddenl y st ops and STAN si t s up pul l i ng of f  hi s
headphones.

STAN 
Hey, what about t hat guy t hat bashed me
l ast  year ? I  al most  f or got  about  hi m.

STAN pul l s out  a st eel  pol e f r om behi nd hi s chai r .  He has a s l y
smi l e on hi s f ace.  He r ubs hi s hand up and down i t .

STAN
I  st i l l  have t o pay hi m back.

STAN get s up and st ar t s t o l eave.  Hi s headphones sl i de down t o t he
f l oor  and he hol ds hi s pol e up.  He st ands st i l l  smi l i ng f or  a
mi nut e.

ADAM
Wai t I can' t j ust r ush i nt o t hese ki nd
of t hi ngs. Thi s guy bashed me i nt o
submi ssi on, he must be one hel l of
t oughi e.

I NT.  LOUNGE ROOM -  DAY

OVER -  CLASSI CAL MUSI C

BRYAN i s s i t t i ng on a couch sewi ng.

CUT TO:

I NT.  LI VI NG ROOM -  DAY

STAN
I need some ki nd of a pl an. Thi s mi ght
t ake me a whi l e.

CUT TO:

I NT.  GARAGE -  DAY



STAN opens a dar t  boar d hangi ng on a wal l .  He sl aps a pi ct ur e of
BRYAN over  t he bul l s eye.  He l i nes up a shot  ver y car ef ul l y.  He
has sweat  on hi s f or ehead.  STAN t hr ows t he dar t  and mi sses.  He
l i nes i t  up agai n,  mor e sweat  f or ms on hi s br ow.  The dar t  mi ssi es
agai n.  He i s get t i ng ver y f r ust r at ed.  Hi s next  car ef ul l y l i ned up
shot  mi sses once agai n.  STAN i s ver y angr y,  he pi cks up a wooden
st ake and spear s i t  at  t he t ar get  HURGGHHHH! !  I t  hi t s t he t ar get
dead i n t he cent r e .  Smi l i ng,  he wi pes hi s hands agai nst  one
anot her  and t hen hi s f or ehead and wal ks over  and pul l s out  t he
st ake.

EXT.  PATI O -  DAY

A dummy made out  of  st uf f ed c l ot hes i s hangi ng of f  a f ence.  STAN
i s hol di ng a hockey st i ck.  He st ar t s t o hack at  t he dummy wi t h t he
hockey st i ck usi ng al l  hi s st r engt h.  The dummy st ar t s t o f al l
apar t .  The t or so f al l s of f  and l ands on t he pavement .

STAN
Hah!  Take t hat ,  you i nani mat e dummy.

STAN ki cks t he dummy' s t or so a coupl e of  t i mes.  Wi t h a psychot i c
expr essi on he st ar t s t o j ump up and down on t he dummy and hi t  i t
wi t h t he hockey st i ck bet ween hi s f eet .  He al most  f al l s  of f  wi t h
hi s f i nal  j ump.  He get s of f  t he mot i onl ess t or so and ki cks i t
acr oss t he gr ound,  l ooks at  i t  f or  a second and t hen r uns over  and
st ar t s k i cki ng i t  agai n.

EXT.  GARDEN -  DAY

C/ U -  STAN i s wear i ng camouf l age.  He put s gr een and bl ack makeup
on hi s f ace usi ng hi s f i nger s.  
LS.  -  Tr yi ng t o keep as l ow as possi bl e he r uns over  i nt o some
bushes.  He sneaks behi nd t he bushes,  st oppi ng and l ooki ng ar ound
t hen movi ng f or war d agai n.  STAN r eaches a gap bet ween t he bushes,
he hesi t at es l ooki ng l ef t  and r i ght  t hen st r ai ght  up.  He gi ves a
conf used expr essi on.  He l ooks  f or war d once agai n,  gl ances down
and t hen j umps t o t he gr ound.  
P. O. V.  -  Gr unt i ng and gr oani ng he cr awl s al ong t he gr ound l i ke a
commando.  Unt i l  he r eaches anot her  bush wher e he get s back up of f
t he bar e di r t  and di sappear s i nt o t he gr eener y.  The st uf f ed dummy
i s s l umped over  on a f ol d up chai r .  STAN i s i n t he bush behi nd t he
chai r .  He yel l s out  ARRHHH!  And gr abs t he dummy t i ppi ng t he l i ght
chai r  ont o t he gr ound.  Wi t h a f i r m gr i p he shakes t he dummy unt i l
i t  s t ar t s t o f al l  apar t .  He bi t es i nt o t he head of  t he dummy
det achi ng i t  f r om i t ' s  body and shakes i t  l i ke a dog wi t h a bone.

EXT.  STREET -  DAY

BRYAN wal ki ng down t he st r eet .  STAN i s wal k i ng on ot her  s i de
t owar ds one of  hi s f r i end' s houses.  He t hen not i ces BRYAN and
sneaks behi nd a wal l .  He pauses t her e f or  a moment  and t hen r uns
t o behi nd a l et t er  box.  STAN  dashes acr oss t he r oad keepi ng as
l ow as he can and sneaki l y wal ks behi nd BRYAN.  He i s r unni ng up t o
BRYAN and i s about  t o hi t  hi m wi t h a st eel  pol e unt i l  he t r i ps
over  a gar den hose.



STAN
Lousy garden hose.

STAN tries to get up but can't get free of the hose.

STAN
Let go you stupid thing!

BRYAN turns around to see what the noise is almost spotting BRYAN
but he is down too low, BRYAN continues to walk. STAN gets free of
the hose and jumps up. He runs down the road towards BRYAN with
the steel pole up but trips over a second garden hose. BRYAN walks
around the street corner and disappears.

STAN
I give up. You win garden hose.

STAN walks off in disgust with the hose still attached to his
ankle. He bends down and tries to rip the hose off angrily.

INT./EXT. BREAKFAST BAR/OUTSIDE WINDOW - DAY

The next day at BRYAN'S house.

BRYAN is having breakfast and reading the newspaper. The radio
news is on. News intro music plays.

NEWS READER
Good morning, Your listing to triple C
news. There have been many reports of a
strange man sneaking...

BRYAN reaches over and turns up the radio.

NEWS READER
...around the streets armed with a

steel pole. The police have advised not
to approach the man as he is very
dangerous.

STAN appears at kitchen window with a hockey stick in his hand.
BRYAN does not see him because he his holding up a newspaper.

STAN bangs the window with his hockey stick. BRYAN hears this and
looks up. STAN quickly ducks down below the window. BRYAN goes
back to reading his newspaper. STAN pops back up, bangs the window
again and ducks back down. BRYAN looks up and then back to the
paper. STAN does this again. This time BRYAN puts down his news
paper and leaves it down. STAN pops back up again.

BRYAN
You!

BRYAN gets up and opens the window.

BRYAN



Your that guy that attacked me three
times last year. Stealing all my
wallets and my basket weaving book.
Yeah, I remember you.

BRYAN punches his open hand.

ADAM
Yes and your the guy that knocked me
out.

BRYAN
Your not getting in here. All the doors and windows
are locked.

BRYAN closes the window and locks it. 

STAN
(YELLING)

You'll have to come out of there some time!

CUT TO:

EXT. BUSHES - DAY

Next day, STAN waits behind bushes near BRYAN's house. BRYAN comes
out wheeling his garbage bin. STAN steps out from the bushes.

STAN
So are you going to say sorry or am I
going to have to knock an apology out
of you, you dumb ass. 

BRYAN
What!? Your the one that stole my
wallets, three times and my basket
weaving book. I only acted in self-
defense.

STAN
(ANGRY)

Well, let's see if you can defend this!

STAN throws a punch at BRYAN. BRYAN returns it.

BRYAN
See, I can defen ..

STAN punches BRYAN in the face

STAN
Your not so strong, just because you
knocked me out last time doesn't mean
you can do it again! 



There is a lot of grunting from all three parties. The fighting
gets faster. STAN and BRYAN knock each other out with a punch from
each of them. BRYAN revives after a few minutes.

BRYAN
(WEARILY)
Where am I?

BRYAN slowly gets up almost falling down a few times. He brushes
himself off very carefully with a dazed expression on his face.
BRYAN moves towards STAN hesitantly. He stands there blank for a
few seconds until he finally bends over and checks for a pulse.

BRYAN
He's is dead!

BRYAN takes a wallet out of STAN's back pocket. He bounces it in
his hand and runs off with it smiling all the way. STAN is left
lying on the ground. It becomes night and STAN is still lying
there. He suddenly jumps up and and looks around.

STAN
Dam! He did it to me again.

He feels his back pocket.

STAN
And he stole my wallet!
